PENALTY IS APPLIED.  FOR THE MATCH ON 7 JUNE, RESULTS MUST BE LODGED BY MONDAY 9 JUNE.   
Zero points will be allocated for any match where results have not been lodged by Monday 9 June.  The Grand Final Draw 
will be available from Thursday 12 June.   
The BNTA will endeavour to mail a copy of the Finals Draw to team captains as soon as it is available.  However, it remains 
the team captain’s responsibility to contact the BNTA to ascertain the team’s final position and to obtain the draw.

RESULTS  
A result card must be completed for every match.  The result card must be filled in legibly and must 
show the date, team names, first name & surname of each player, the score for each set and the match 
result.  The card must be signed by both captains to verify the result as shown on the card.  The winning 
team is responsible for lodging the result.  Results should be lodged by the Monday after the match but 
teams will have 1 week to lodge the card before the late card penalty is applied (i.e. the team responsible 
for lodging the card loses 1 point for each week or part thereof that the card is late, up to a maximum of  
5 points); except for the match on 7 June where results must be lodged by Monday 9 June.   
N.B.  Keep a record of all results.  If the winning team doesn’t lodge the result, the losing team must do so to get any points.  
Teams have a number of options for lodging result cards for the BNTA Saturday Mixed Fixtures:   

(a) Hand Deliver to the BNTA Office or, if the Office is closed, place in the Results Box under the 
Clubhouse 

(b) Mail to the Brisbane Night Tennis Association, PO Box 6005, St Lucia, Qld 4067 
(c) Fax to the BNTA on 3870 5002** 
(d) E-Mail to saturday@bnta.org.au** 
** If results are lodged by fax or e-mail, the original result card must be retained and produced if requested.  If a result is 

sent as an e-mail text message, all of the information as recorded on the result card must be provided.

SUMMARY OF FIXTURE PLAYING RULES 

(a) Unless modified herein, the ITF Rules of Tennis shall apply in all matches.  The Rules of Tennis can be downloaded 
as a PDF file from the International Tennis Federation’s Website (www.itftennis.com/abouttheitf/rulesregs/rules.asp). 

(b) Play in the Mixed Division shall not commence later than 2 p.m. (or at a time designated by the Committee in finals).  
If you are not ready to start at 2 p.m. (or the designated time for finals) your opposition may claim the first set after 5 
minutes have elapsed and one further set for every 15 minutes which elapse thereafter.  A team which fails to supply 
new balls as required in Rule (r) shall forfeit sets in the same manner as above.  N.B. No set shall be forfeited under 
this rule unless the forfeit is claimed immediately.  [Committee recommendations: In the interests of good 
sportsmanship, sets should be played out of order in preference to claiming forfeits  although, it is not poor 
sportsmanship to claim a set on forfeit if it is impossible to play any tennis because of the lack of opposition players.  
However, teams are reminded that most  players' watches will vary by a few minutes and it is not the intention of this 
rule that forfeits should be claimed at 5 min 0.1 sec past the designated starting time] 

(c) If, during a match, the player(s) scheduled to play next are not ready to play after 5 minutes have elapsed since the 
completion of the previous set, the non-offending team may claim that set on forfeit and one further set for every 15 
minutes which elapses thereafter. 

(d) A team in the Mixed Division shall consist of 3 men & 1 lady.  However, one lady may substitute for a man, making 
a team of 2 men & 2 ladies. 

(e) Extra registrations may be approved by the Committee provided an Additional Registration Form is completed and 
lodged along with all fees due.  A player may be used without prior approval provided this is recorded on the back of 
the scorecard and the registration form and fees are lodged by 5 p.m. on the Friday following the match (but the sets 
will be forfeited if the new player is not subsequently approved by the Committee). 

(f) To prevent forfeits in matches prior to finals (i.e. Semi-Finals & Grand Finals), players in the following categories 
may be used, provided that in any match, at least one of the players in a team is a registered member of that team. 

 (i) Prior to finals, a player registered in one team may play in another team on up to 3 occasions in each team 
without the prior approval of the Committee (provided the details are recorded on the back of the scorecard); but 
thereafter the prior consent of the Committee is required. 

 (ii) Players not registered in any team may play for a fee of $5** per player per match if approved by the 
Committee.  Such an emergency player may be used without prior approval provided the details are recorded on the 
back of the scorecard and the $5** fee is lodged by 5 p.m. on the Friday following the match (but the sets will be 
forfeited if the emergency player is not subsequently approved by the Committee).  No emergency player may be 
used more than three times by the same team and no emergency player may play more than three matches without 
registering with the association.  Emergency playing fees do not count towards the payment of registration fees.   
** Each team is now allowed to use up to 4 emergency players per season for free – details must still be  
 written on the card and sets played will still be forfeited if an emergency player is not approved by the  
 Committee 

(g) If a team forfeits, the forfeit may be cancelled (i) if all other matches on that day were not played because of rain or 
(ii) if, in the opinion of the Committee, the court could not have been used on account of rain or for any other 
acceptable cause, provided a written request, certified by the court owner, is lodged within 5 days of the date set 
down for the match.  

(h) A match consists of 6 sets in the Mixed Division.  The order of play shall be (unless varied by mutual consent of the 
two captains):

 Men: M1, M2 & M3      
 Lady: L         
 Home Team v  Visiting Team    
  M1 + L  v  M1 + L     
  M2 + M3 v  M2 + M3     
  M2 + L  v  M2 + L     
  M1 + M3 v  M1 + M3     
  M3  + L v  M3  + L     
  M1 + M2 v  M1 + M2     
(i) Prior to finals, the Home team shall nominate its players first.  Preferably, the Home team shall list its players in 

order for all sets on the result card and then the Visiting team shall list its players; but, if this is not possible, the 
Home team must nominate its player(s) first before each set.  In finals, both teams must list their players in order for 
all sets prior to the first set and then exchange lists so that the result card can be filled in.   
N.B. In finals, notwithstanding Rule (b), if one player is late arriving and his/her first set is due to be played, the next 
scheduled set shall be played.  After the completion of that set, the omitted set shall be played when specified by the 
non-offending team if the late player has arrived or it may be claimed on forfeit if the late player has still not arrived.  
This relaxation of the forfeit rule applies to one player only from each team for his/her first set. 



(j) All matters of precedence of play, such as choice of ends and right to serve, shall be decided by the toss of a coin.  
For the 1st set, the team winning the toss may choose or require their opponents to choose- 

 (i) the right to serve or receive in the 1st game, in which case the other team shall choose the end; or 
 (ii) the end, in which case the other team shall choose the right to serve or receive. 
 Teams must umpire if one team requests umpires and any team refusing to umpire as requested shall forfeit each set 

where no umpire is supplied.  Where umpires are used, the team receiving first in the 1st set shall supply the umpire 
for that set.  In subsequent sets, umpire, serve and choice of ends shall alternate. 

 In finals, the right to choose to be Home or Visiting team is also decided by tossing. 
(k) Players shall change ends at the end of the 1st, 3rd and every subsequent alternate game of each set (i.e. you don't 

serve from the same end on account of the sun). 
(l) In a game, if the score reaches deuce TWICE, a sudden death point is played to decide the game.  The sudden death 

point is served to the court nominated by the receivers. 
(m) Each set is won by the side first winning 6 games; except that if the score reaches 5-games all, the set shall be 

decided by a sudden death tie-break. 
(n) Play shall be continuous from the first service until the set is concluded.  When changing ends, a maximum of 1.5 

minutes shall elapse from the moment the ball goes out of play at the end of the game to the time the ball is struck for 
the first point of the next game. 

(o) The match is won by the team winning the greater number of games (or sets if games are tied). 
(p) If all sets are not completed, the match is won or drawn on the position at the end of play, provided 4 sets have been 

completed. If the required number of sets have not been played, the match is deemed to be unplayed unless one team 
has an unbeatable lead.  N.B. This does not apply in finals, where play must continue until one team has an 
unbeatable lead. 

(q) Except in finals, matches must be concluded at 5 p.m. sharp.  To avoid disputes over the finishing time, teams should 
decide on an official timepiece for the match.  This must be done before the final set starts if there is the likelihood 
that the set will not be completed by 5 p.m. 

(r) For all matches prior to finals, the Home team pays the full court hire.  This includes forfeits and byes unless the 
court owner waives the fee.  The Home team also supplies the scorecard.  The visiting team supplies three new 
(Tennis Australia approved) tennis balls.  

(s) In finals, the cost of the court and balls is shared between both teams.  In finals, teams that forfeit must pay the full 
court costs once the court has been booked unless the court owner waives the fee. 

(t) The winning team is responsible for lodging the result card.  Result cards should be lodged with the BNTA by 5 p.m. 
on the Monday following the match but teams will have 1 week to lodge the result before the late card penalty is 
applied.  The winning team will lose points for lodging cards late.  The Home team lodges the card for unfinished, 
tied and wet matches.  All teams are required to keep a copy of the results for all their matches in case a scorecard is 
lost or the winning team fails to lodge a result.  N.B. After the last match of the preliminary rounds, the scorecard 
must be lodged by 5 p.m. on the Monday following the match.  For any result missing by the Monday after the last 
match, both teams shall receive zero points.   

(u) Scorecards must show the date, the team names, the first name & surname of each player, the score for each set and 
the overall result.  Incomplete and undecipherable cards will be returned to the appropriate team to be completed 
and, if returned after the lodgement deadline, will be treated as late cards. 

(v) Points for a match will be allocated as follows:  Win - 6 points; Loss - 2 points; Draw - 4 points; Forfeit - 6 points to 
winner & 0 points to forfeiting team.  In addition, each team will receive 0.1 bonus points for each game won.  For 
wet or unplayed matches and byes, teams will receive points equal to the average points gained per match completed. 

(w) The leading teams on points in each grade play-off in the Finals to determine the winners as shown in the Fixture 
Draw.  In the event of a tie (in games and sets) in Finals, the winner shall be decided by a sudden death tie-break 
game between the pairs who contested the final set (with right to serve and choice of ends decided by the toss of a 
coin). 

(x) To be eligible to play for a team in finals, you must be registered in the team and have physically played at least  
3 decided matches with that team.  Additional registrations can count matches played as an emergency player for 
eligibility to play in finals.  However, forfeits and wet & unplayed matches do not count towards eligibility to play in 
finals.  

(y)  Notwithstanding the provisions of Rule (x), to prevent forfeits in finals, with the explicit prior approval of the 
Committee, teams may use a registered player from a team that did not make the finals provided such player has 
physically played at least 3 matches as a registered player.  In addition, the Committee may, if special circumstances 
warrant, waive the requirement for a player to have physically played in a particular number of matches prior to 
playing in finals.  Emergency registrations cannot be used in finals nor can new players be registered for finals. 

(z) In a finals match, if a player is injured during a set and cannot continue, the player must forfeit the remainder of that 
set if not complete; but another player (not playing on that afternoon but registered in the team and eligible to play in 
finals), may substitute for any remaining sets. 

(aa) Protests and complaints must be lodged in writing within 5 days of the completion of the match.  Protests about the 
result of a match must be accompanied by a deposit of $5. 

 

SUDDEN DEATH TIE-BREAK 

The sudden death tie-break shall operate when the score reaches five games all in any set.  The following system shall be used 
in a tie-break game: 
The pair who first wins 5 points shall win the game and the set.   
The player whose turn it is to serve, serves two points and, thereafter, each player shall serve two points in rotation and in the 
same order as previously in the set.  From the first point, each service shall be delivered alternately from the right and left 
courts, beginning from the right court.   
Numerical scoring shall be used throughout the tie-break game.   
There is no change of ends during the tie-break.   
If the tie-break score reaches 4-all, the player who has just served shall serve a deciding “sudden death” point to the court 
nominated by the receivers.
